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The New Course at Grand Cypress, which opened in

1988, adds another dimension of play with steeper and
more challenging bunkers and slopes. Set in the midst of
an open meadow, the New Course was inspired by the
Old Course at St. Andrews, Scotland. Visions of the St.
Andrews course appear throughout the New Course at
Grand Cypress, including pot bunkers as deep as 12 feet,
seven large, double greens, a snaking burn (creek) on three
holes, stone walls along the 15th and 17th holes (resem-
bling the 17th hole at St. Andrews, known as the “Road
Hole”) and even a stone bridge. Very little water comes
into play and few trees are located within the interior of

the course, allowing ample room to drive the ball.
NOTE: Appropriate attire is required.
No denim. Soft Spikes only.
